General Information

Individual Tours: As these tours are unescorted,
you are free to enjoy the Exposition, the sights of Chicago
and the features of the tour at your own convenience.

Special Rates for Children: No charge will be made
for children under 5 years of age sharing bed in hotel room
with adult. Children under 5 years of age will be admitted
free to the Exposition, and no charge will be made for trans-
fers specified in the tour, nor for sightseeing unless a child
occupies a separate seat in the sightseeing coach.

Half the tour price will be charged for children 5 to 12
years of age if they share hotel room with adult.
